PRIVACY POLICY AND PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING Edition of
"13 " march 2026 This Privacy Policy (hereinafter referred to as the "Policy") applies
to all information, including personal data, that "YouMate" Limited Liability
Partnership (hereinafter referred to as the "Operator" or "Administration") may
obtain about the User while they use the "YouMate" mobile application (hereinafter
referred to as the "Application" or "Service"). The Policy has been developed in
accordance with the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated May 21, 2013, No.
94-V "On Personal Data and their Protection," as well as taking into account
applicable international data processing standards. The use of the Application
constitutes the User's unconditional consent to this Policy and the conditions for
processing their information specified herein. In case of disagreement with these
conditions, the User must refrain from using the Application.

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS AND TERMS 1.1. The YouMate Application
1s a social platform designed for networking, messaging, finding other users nearby
using geolocation to expand social and professional connections, and receiving
promotional offers (coupons) from partners. The Service is intended exclusively for
adults (over 18 years old). 1.2. Personal Data — information relating to a specific or
identifiable personal data subject, recorded on an electronic, paper, or other material
medium. 1.3. Processing of Personal Data — actions aimed at the accumulation,
storage, modification, supplementation, use, distribution, anonymization, blocking,
and destruction of personal data.

2. CATEGORIES OF COLLECTED AND PROCESSED DATA The
Administration collects and processes the following categories of data: 2.1. Data
provided by the User voluntarily:

o Account data (username/nickname, mobile phone number, email address);

« Profile data (photographs, date of birth, gender, city and country of residence,
links to profiles on other social networks);

« User content (text messages in chats, sent media files, history of interaction
with coupons and promo codes). 2.2. Additional categories of data: The User
has the right, but is not obliged, to indicate in their profile information related
to their professional activities, hobbies, personal interests, or membership in
certain social groups. By placing such data in a public profile, the User makes
it publicly available and gives their explicit consent to its processing by the
Service's algorithms to ensure the platform's functionality. 2.3. Technical and
telemetric data: When using the Application in the background, the following
are automatically collected: IP address, type and model of the mobile device,
operating system version, unique hardware device identifiers (Device ID,
MAC address), usage statistics of the Service's features, and crash/error logs.
2.4. Geolocation data: To ensure the operation of the Application's key "Scan"
(Radar) feature, the Administration requests access to the device's geolocation
services (GPS, Wi-Fi, mobile networks).

3. PURPOSES OF INFORMATION COLLECTION AND USE The
User's personal data is processed exclusively for the following purposes: 3.1. User



identification, Account creation, and administration. 3.2. Ensuring the operation of
the "Scan" feature: calculating the approximate distance between Users and
displaying the User's profile to other nearby individuals to initiate business or
friendly communication and networking. 3.3. Targeting and issuing promo codes:
analyzing demographic data (city, gender) for the correct distribution of promotional
offers (coupons) from the Service's partners. 3.4. Security assurance: automated age
verification, fraud prevention, identification of multiple (fake) accounts, and
detection of individuals using the Service for spamming or harassment. 3.5.
Improving Service quality: analyzing anonymized analytical data to optimize the
interface and database algorithms.

4. GEOLOCATION PROCESSING RULES AND PROFILE
VISIBILITY 4.1. The Administration fundamentally does not disclose the exact
GPS coordinates of the User to other network participants. Geolocation is used by
server-side algorithms to calculate the distance. 4.2. By activating the "Scan" feature,
the User acknowledges and agrees that their profile (including name, photo, and
other public information) becomes visible to other active users within a set radius.
The User has the right to revoke permission to use geolocation data at any time in
their smartphone's operating system settings, which will limit the radar's operation
but will not delete the Account.

5. PROTECTION OF MINORS AND DEVICE BLOCKING POLICY 5.1.
The use of the Application by persons under 18 years of age is strictly prohibited.
The Administration uses automated algorithms to calculate age based on the
provided date of birth. 5.2. In case of detecting the provision of deliberately false
age data (including attempts to bypass restrictions), the Account is subject to
immediate deletion without the possibility of recovery. 5.3. In order to protect the
Service from repeated violations by blocked individuals, the Administration reserves
the right to indefinitely store the technical device identifiers (Device ID) of the
violator. This measure is necessary to realize the Administration's legitimate interest
in ensuring the safety of bona fide Users and blocking access to the Service at the
hardware level.

6. DATA TRANSFER TO THIRD PARTIES AND CROSS-BORDER
TRANSFER 6.1. The Administration undertakes not to sell, rent, or transfer Users'
personal data to third parties for their own marketing purposes. 6.2. The User
consents to the transfer of their data to the following categories of third parties
strictly within the framework of ensuring the Service's operation:

o Cloud infrastructure and database providers, whose servers may be located
outside the Republic of Kazakhstan. Cross-border data transfer is carried out
only to those countries that provide adequate protection of the rights of
personal data subjects.

o Service Partners (providing coupons) receive exclusively anonymized,
aggregated statistical data on the use of their promo codes (e.g., the number
of activations in a certain city). Users' personal contacts are not disclosed to
partners.



o Law enforcement and judicial authorities — exclusively upon an official,
legally motivated request in accordance with the current legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

7. DATA STORAGE PERIODS AND DESTRUCTION 7.1. Personal data is
stored exactly as long as necessary to achieve the purposes for which it was collected
(while the User's Account is active) or for the period established by law. 7.2. When
a User deletes their Account through the Application's interface, their public profile
is immediately hidden from other participants. The physical destruction of data from
the Administration's servers occurs within 30 (thirty) calendar days. 7.3. Exceptions
include activity logs, database backups, and hardware identifiers (Device ID) of
violators, which can be stored encrypted for up to 12 months for the purposes of
investigating security incidents, preventing fraud, and protecting the legitimate
interests of the Administration in potential legal disputes.

8. SECURITY OF PERSONAL DATA 8.1. The Administration applies
modern organizational and technical measures to protect data from unauthorized or
accidental access, destruction, modification, blocking, copying, and distribution
(including the use of data encryption protocols during transmission, setting up
security policies in databases, and regular security audits). 8.2. At the same time, the
User acknowledges that no data transmission system over the Internet can guarantee
absolute security. The User is personally responsible for the safety of their
credentials and preventing third parties from accessing their device. 8.3. The Service
does not use end-to-end encryption (E2EE) for private messages. The Application is
not a service for secure or secret communication. The Administration has the
technical ability and legal obligation to provide access to the content of
correspondence upon an official, legally motivated request from law enforcement or
judicial authorities in accordance with applicable law.

9. USER RIGHTS The User has the right to: 9.1. Receive full information
about exactly which of their data is being processed by the Administration. 9.2.
Independently modify, supplement, or delete their data through the profile settings
in the Application. 9.3. Withdraw their consent to the processing of personal data by
deleting the Account through the corresponding function in the Application menu.
9.4. Contact the Administration with a request to download a copy of their data (in
a machine-readable format) by sending an email to the support service.

Deleting Your Account and Data in the YouMate App

You can request complete deletion of your account and all associated personal
data in two ways:

Method 1: Within the App (Recommended)

1. Open the YouMate app.

2. Go to your profile settings.

3. Tap "Delete my account" and confirm. Your data will be deleted
immediately.

Method 2: Through Support (If you don't have access to the app)

1. Email us at info@youmate.org

2. In the subject line, include "Account Deletion Request."



3. In the body of the email, include the phone number or email address
associated with your YouMate account.

4. Our support team will process your request and delete your data within 3-5
business days.

10. POLICY CHANGES AND OPERATOR DETAILS 10.1. The
Administration reserves the right to make changes to this Policy at any time. In the
event of significant changes, Users will be sent a corresponding notification within
the Application or to the specified email address. 10.2. Continued use of the
Application after the publication of the new version of the Policy constitutes the
User's full consent to the updated terms.
